Sangster PTA Meeting Minutes – May 5, 2011
The meeting was called to order by Monica Grose at 7:08 p.m. There were 12 people in attendance.
Minutes

A motion was made to accept the minutes from the April PTA meeting. The minutes were approved.

Principal’s Report:

Interim principal Janet LeBel noted that she’s been impressed with Sangster, activities such as the Fun Fair and spring musical and installation of the new track. She also noted that Mrs. Rollins’ Sangster Bell Choir performed an impressive rendition of the national anthem at a recent school board meeting. LeBel and Mollie Bodnovich discussed Collaborative Learning Visits the teachers are using to study best practices and enhance performance.

Assistant Principal’s Report:

Allison Jankovich was unable to attend, but Grose gave her report on the start of SOLs and where parents can find details about the testing schedule.

Treasurer’s Report: 
Mark Marsden presented the treasurer’s report for April and noted a revision in the March 31 checking account balance. The revised figure is $98,987.88. The old figure included some April deposits and left out two expenses. The checking account balance for April 30 was $75,704.60. Marsden noted the budget will be amended next month. At the next PTA meeting, the membership also will be voting on next year’s budget. Marsden described this as “straw man” budget to allow the PTA to conduct business over the summer. A more detailed budget will be presented in the fall.

Marsden reported that the Fun Fair did well, netting about $7,000. Payment for the track was the biggest budget item in April. The library will use funds budgeted for a guest author to bring a storyteller to the school in June.

PTA Events:
Fun Fair was held April 29 and Sangster Day at the Potomac Nationals is coming up June 12. The PTA also will sponsor an Internet Safety program for parents on June 13. The annual kindergarten play date for incoming kindergarteners will be held in August. There will be a Back to School night in September, and this year it may include an area for community groups to present their flyers and information.

Business Matters:
LeBel noted that the school board will vote May 26 on whether Sangster will offer full-day kindergarten in the fall. She said plans are already being made to accommodate the students, if Sangster goes full-day. She also noted that because of the crowding at Sangster, it is now “closed for new student assignments” – a practice known as pupil-placing.

Leah Esper, representing the nominating committee, introduced the slate of PTA board candidates for next year. A motion was made to vote on the slate of candidates --  President-Monica Grose, VP-Linda Whitestone, Treasurer-MichelleNocerito and Secretary-Carol Ochs. The slate was approved by unanimous vote.

Grose discussed plans for the formation of a Finance Committee to oversee spending decisions next year. Rules are being drawn up for the committee that will include the current PTA officers, a past PTA officer, and a teacher and parent representative.

Committee Reports:

Grose noted that anyone with comments and suggestions about Fun Fair can send their ideas to committee chair Joyce Maryanopolis.
VP Linda Whitestone reported on the now-completed track and the upcoming Internet Safety night. She also noted that the school will be receiving approximately $8,000 from Giant, $1,100 from Safeway and $1,200 from Amazon through their school partnership programs.

Whitestone also provided a long list of PTA committee positions that will be vacant next year and asked for volunteers to help fill those posts.

There was discussion about possible ways Race for Education funds could be used next year and the need to set a goal to work toward.

LeBel suggested the PTA consider setting aside some discretionary funds for the new principal to use during their transition time at the school.

Adjournment:
