Sangster PTA Meeting Minutes – June 2, 2011
The meeting was called to order by Monica Grose at 7:06 p.m. There were 11 people in attendance.
Principal and Assistant Principal Reports

Interim principal Janet LeBel could not be in attendance, so Assistant Principal Allison Jankovich provided both reports. She announced that Sangster would be getting full-day kindergarten next fall and plans were under way to implement the program. She also announced that the freeze on teacher pay had been broken and teachers would be getting a modest pay increase. She reported end of year parties for students are getting under way and there will be a staff luncheon. There are no retirees this year, but some teachers will be leaving due to moves and other reasons. SOLs are done and scores will be mailed in August. There’s still no word on a new principal, but an announcement is expected shortly. Jankovich noted current student enrollment is 869 and is projected to rise in the fall. Sangster is now closed to pupil placements.

Minutes

A motion was made to accept the minutes from the May PTA meeting. The minutes were approved.

Business Matters
Grose reported the new Finance Committee held its first meeting and discussed budget matters to be brought before the general membership. Items for the last newsletter of the year were discussed, and there was discussion about the fall fundraiser.
Jankovich reported that most teachers were opposed to another large-scale fundraiser, and there was discussion about alternative fundraisers and how funds would be used. A motion was made to go ahead with Race For Education next year but on a smaller scale. The motion was approved on unanimous voice vote.

Grose provided an update on the new PTA website that’s being developed and offered thanks to the many volunteers, committee leads and teachers and who contributed their efforts during the past year.

Treasurer’s Report
Mark Marsden presented the treasurer’s report for May and noted a checking account balance on May 31 of $49.996.26. He outlined a number of proposed amendments to the budget that would move excess funds from the Cultural Arts budget line to cover unexpected funding requests from the school. A motion was made to accept the amendments. They were approved by a unanimous voice vote. Marsden then outlined his proposed “straw man” budget to allow the PTA to conduct business over the summer. A motion was made to accept the 2011-2012 budget. It was approved on a unanimous voice vote.
PTA Events

Grose reported on plans for the upcoming Sangster Day at the Potomac Nationals and the Internet Safety Night. The possibility of providing babysitting for the internet safety program was discussed.
Committee Reports

Vice President Linda Whitestone reported on efforts to secure volunteers to fill numerous committee positions for next year. While many slots have been filled, the remaining vacancies were to be posted in the upcoming newsletter.
