Sangster PTA Meeting Minutes – September 14, 2011
The meeting was called to order by PTA President Monica Grose at 7:00 p.m. There were 37 people in attendance.
Grose expressed the teacher’s thanks to the PTA for their recent brunch and introduced this year’s PTA officers.

Minutes

The June PTA meeting minutes were approved via email in June so the PTA could proceed with its audit over the summer.

Principal’s Report 
Principal Chris Summers reported that things have been going well in the new school year, and the teachers worked on the Friday that school was cancelled for students due to area flooding.

Summers explained changes that were made to the school and schedules to accommodate full-day kindergarten this year, and he said students were making progress getting used to the longer day.

He announced Sangster opened the year with 853 students, close to the number at the beginning of the last school year and less than the enrollment last June. Summers said Sangster is closed to student transfers. He offered a detailed explanation of how staffing and class sizes are determined based on enrollment numbers. He announced dates for the new parent and volunteer orientations and reported on SOL numbers.
Assistant Principal’s Report
Assistant Principal Allison Jankovich reported that Sangster students did extremely well on the SOL tests with pass rates around 98 percent. She said the school is working with students who need to improve their SOL scores, and she announced that Science and Social Studies SOLs will be given as online tests this year. Jankovich also discussed the CogAt and Naglieri tests that are given in the fall.

She reported that one of the cafeteria hosts would be leaving the position, so a KIT would be sent out announcing the job opening. She also discussed recess rules.

Jankovich announced that a county transportation official would come to Sangster to discuss transportation concerns expressed by parents and Sangster staff. She also announced that she would meet with this year room’s parents to discuss guidelines for class parties and events.

Business Matters
Grose provided a briefing on the new Sangster PTA website and discussed how it will be used to cut down on paper waste by publishing flyers online. She explained new rules for flyers and for securing space for clubs and meetings in the schools. She also outlined procedures for requesting PTA funds for use in PTA activities.

In addition, she discussed the PTA’s fall fundraiser, the Cash for Classrooms program and the Lunch Loan program. She asked for, and got, volunteers to run this year’s Fine Dining program.
Treasurer’s Report
Treasurer Michelle Nocerito presented the treasurer’s report for August and noted a checking account balance on August 31 of $35,806.99. She provided an overview of the PTA budget process and described the annual audit procedure.
A motion was made to accept the auditor’s report for the period 7/1/2010 through 6/30/2011. The motion passed on a unanimous voice vote.

PTA Events
Grose discussed Back to School Night and the new Community Night held in conjunction with it. She said a coordinator was still needed to head Family Fun Events, but in the meantime volunteers would be sought for individual events, such as the Ice Cream Social on November 14 and Movie Night. 
Committee Reports

Vice President Linda Whitestone reported that this year’s Fall Fundraiser will again be Race For Education, but some changes are being made from last year at the request of teachers and parents. The event will be held October 28 and information about it will be sent home in Thursday folders.

The PTA is still seeking leaders for the Reflections program and the Building and Grounds Committee.
New Business
Jankovich noted that the deadline for Box Tops for Education is October 28.
Adjournment
A motion was made to adjourn the meeting. The meeting was adjourned at 8:30 p.m.
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
