Sangster PTA Meeting Minutes – January 12, 2011
The meeting was called to order by PTA President Monica Grose at 9:30 a.m. There were 22 people in attendance.
Minutes

The minutes of the November and December PTA meetings were approved on a voice vote. Action on the November PTA meeting minutes had been tabled due to the lack of a quorum at last month’s meeting.
Principal’s Report 
Principal Chris Summers announced that cluster leaders will be at Sangster this week to hold grade-level team meetings with teachers related to student achievement. He reminded parents of upcoming student holidays due to Martin Luther King Day and teacher work days. Report cards will follow the work days. He also noted that the deadline for AAP applications is February 3. 
Assistant Principal’s Report
Assistant Principal Allison Jankovich reviewed the testing schedule. She said CogAt and Naglieri results are now at the central office. WIDA exams are upcoming for ESOL students. Sixth grade AAP students just completed the IOWA tests to screen for 7th grade algebra. Sangster’s eCART exams for 3rd to 6th graders in math and reading are upcoming and will be done online, and SOLs for 3rd through 6th graders will be online this year for social studies and science. The building has been rewired to accommodate the heavy computer use. 

Jankovich also announced the school is looking into a program called My Coke Rewards as another possible fundraiser.
Business Matters
Monica Grose announced plans to put future issues of the PTA newsletter online only. There was discussion about methods to continue making a printed copy available, too, such as leaving some issues at the office. Highlights of the newsletter also may be included in the morning Sangster news once a week.

Grose discussed options for a new electronic sign for Sangster that range from approximately $6,000 to $23,000. The finance committee is reviewing those options, and a recommendation will be presented for a vote at the next PTA meeting. She also discussed the school’s request for two Smart Response Systems, at a cost of approximately $3,400 and ten ELMOs at a cost of approximately $5,700. Principal Summers also discussed the need for money in the budget to help maintain the technology.

Grose reported on the three cultural arts programs being held at Sangster this year and discussed efforts to enroll Sangster in restaurant fundraising programs at Hard Times and Pane-E-Vino.

Treasurer’s Report
Treasurer Michelle Nocerito presented the treasurer’s report for December. She noted a reconciled November 30 checking account balance of $75,007.01 and a reconciled checking account balance on December 31 of $62,504.18.

A motion was made to amend the budget by moving $10,000 in funds from the Race for Education and $7,000 from the Carryover budget into the Technology budget. The funds would be available for purchase of the electronic sign, Smart Response Systems and ELMOs. The motion was approved on a unanimous voice vote.

Upcoming PTA Events 
Stacey Cheshire of the Military Spouses Group at Sangster discussed some of her group’s plans and noted the group now has a presence on Facebook, email and the PTA website. Group member Nancy Lavallee discussed possible plans to get wounded warriors involved in Sangster activities.
Grose reminded the membership that Fun Fair will be held April 20 from 5:30 to 8:30 p.m., and Joyce Maryanopolis is looking for volunteers to help. She also announced the need for a Family Events coordinator to organize the annual Cosmic and Bowling and Shamrock Bingo events.

Jankovich reminded the membership that the Box Tops for Education deadline for this school year is February 27.
Committee Reports
Vice President Linda Whitestone reported Robotics Club is going well with more than 50 members, and Sangster’s Musical Theater group will perform Once Upon A Mattress this spring.

Robin Chew discussed plans for a Valentine’s Day Dessert Buffet for teachers, a Teacher Appreciation Week luncheon in May and Counselor Appreciation week activities. 
Menne Dodd provided an update on the Reflections program.

Adjournment
