Presentation

Minutes

Principal’s Report 
Principal Chris Summers noted the sad family news that accompanied the end of the second quarter and thanked the Sangster community for its support for the families. He said report cards will be out soon, and the school is switching to a new student information system that will allow teachers to abandon old bubble sheets and record grades directly online. He noted that 6th grade teachers will attend sessions at Irving and Lake Braddock to help their students transition to middle school next fall. 
Summers encouraged parents to move away from candy treats for Valentine’s Day due to food allergies at the school. He also advised that the school district’s budget season has begun and parents should pay attention to funding issues.

Assistant Principal’s Report
Assistant Principal Allison Jankovich provided updates on the CogAt, Naglieri and eCART tests and noted the AAP screening deadline of February 3. She announced that 5th graders would be doing online field tests in February in preparation for the SOLs. Meetings have begun at Sangster on administering the online portions of the SOLs later this year.

Business Matters
After getting feedback on the PTA newsletter at the last meeting, Grose announced plans to reformat the newsletter and make it available online through a Keep In Touch notice. She updated the membership on plans for a new electronic sign for Sangster. Action on the sign was delayed until the costs of running electricity to the sign were finalized and the school determined how much it could contribute toward the wiring.

Grose announced that the Volunteer of the Month program would soon begin, with the winner receiving a designated parking spot near the school. She also noted that the PTA website has a link to a Fairfax County Council of PTA’s notice on the high school honors program.

Treasurer’s Report
Treasurer Michelle Nocerito presented the treasurer’s report for January. She noted a January 31 checking account balance of $62,631.08 and a reconciled checking account balance on December 31 of $62,707.93. She also noted the Box Tops for Education deposit and the change in the technical budget that was approved at the January meeting.
Upcoming PTA Events/Committee Reports
Robin Chew discussed plans for a Valentine’s Day Dessert Buffet for teachers and the upcoming Counselor Appreciation week. 

Grose announced the annual Cosmic Bowling family event may have to be canceled because of a change in management that’s affecting scheduling at the bowling alley. Shamrock Bingo may still be planned. Grose also announced that the Robotics Club continues to go well and the Chess and Fencing clubs are starting again.

Joyce Maryanopolis discussed her need for volunteers to help with Fun Fair on April 20.
