Sangster PTA Meeting Minutes – June 3, 2010
Call to Order: 
The meeting was called to order by Paul Sita at 7:35 after the PTA membership enjoyed a performance by the 6th grade bell choir in the music room. Sixteen people were in attendance. A motion was made to accept the minutes from the May PTA meeting. The minutes were approved.
Treasurer’s Report: 
As of May 31, 2010, there is a balance of $13,571.45. Mark Marsden explained that the PTA’s fiscal year will end on June 30 and the annual audit will likely begin in July. His budget statement shows that the PTA will be dropping one cultural arts program in the coming year and the long-term improvements and staff development budget items will not be funded.  There was discussion about several other budget items and what they included. The membership discussed the possibility of hiring someone to conduct the group’s upcoming audit and plans were made to check into cost and availability. A motion was made to approve the budget as presented. The motion was approved.
Principal’s Report: 
Gail Kinsey reported that four teachers would be retiring, two teachers moving out of state and many shifting grade assignments for the next school year. She warned that parents should be cautious about “pool” conversations about teachers around their children so they don’t prejudice them about their upcoming teachers. She announced Sangster would be keeping its Spanish program and AAP buses but losing an IA and two reading teachers. She said classes may be larger next year. Gail also reported on the money raised through retail fundraising programs. Sangster is receiving $1,164 from Safeway, $5,302 from Giant and $1,432 from Amazon. She offered thanks to Paul for his work this year and presented a Starbucks gift. 
Vice Principal’s Report: 
Chris Summers announced that SOLs were almost over and nearly 2000 tests taken. He spoke about the upcoming Field Day and last day of school. He urged parents to remember it’s “business as usual” at school until school is officially over.

New Business/Committee Reports: 
Incoming president Monica Grose presented a thank you gift to outgoing president Paul Sita. She reported that 1,072 actions were recorded for the Cool the Earth program and trading cards and bottles were distributed.

There was discussion about a fundraiser for next year and the membership voted to go ahead with the Race For Education program. Sheri Jackson and Kristin McDaniel will spearhead efforts to get it going with the race expected to be scheduled in November.

Allison Jankovich encouraged parents to keep sending in boxtops.

Linda Whitestone reported that the Fairfax County Police Department was willing to conduct an internet safety meeting for parents at Sangster. The date for the presentation was tentatively set for June 21 at 7 pm. Gail agreed to contact principals at Cherry Run and Orange Hunt to extend an invitation to parents at those schools to attend. Susan Criste agreed to find out if a Girl Scout group would be available to provide babysitting services.
