Sangster PTA Meeting Minutes – November 11, 2010
The meeting was called to order by Monica Grose at 7:04 p.m. There were 20 people in attendance.
A motion was made to accept the minutes from the October PTA meeting. The minutes were approved.
Principal’s Report:

Gail Kinsey reported that the meeting originally scheduled for November 4 was postponed a week because of generator and power problems at the school that day. She provided an update on teacher conferences, SMART goals and Mary Geary’s improving health. She encouraged parents to attend the upcoming Thanksgiving lunches with their children and asked parents to remember to let the school know if their children will be absent for holiday travel. She also discussed initial plans for a school-wide drive to collect school supplies for children in Haiti, with Ms. Rollins representing Sangster and helping to deliver the supplies.

Assistant Principal’s Report:

Chris Summers discussed the upcoming early-release days before Thanksgiving and Winter Break. He also noted that report cards were sent home today and parents should feel free to contact their children’s teachers with any questions about the grades.

The membership then held a brief discussion on county proposals to redraw elementary school boundaries in the area that would add more students to Sangster. 

Old Business:

Monica Grose discussed the recent Pyramid Challenge and noted that Robotics Club is getting under way. She discussed the need for a PTA liason for all the clubs to help with administrative duties and keep the PTA informed on club needs.
Maria Reiff presented her idea to hold a Folkloric Event at Sangster involving children in the FLES/FLEX program. A discussion was held, and Kinsey suggested considering a date in June for such a program.

Sheri Jackson and Kristin McDaniel discussed the fundraising success and final preparations for Race for Education.

Grose talked about the upcoming Book Fair and progress being made on a Teacher Wish List discussed at the October PTA meeting.  She also made a plea for more parent volunteers for Odyssey of the Mind.

Treasurer’s Report: 
Mark Marsden briefed the membership on the October Treasurer’s report and noted a checking account balance for October 31, 2010 of $77,181.40.
He presented an amended budget and explained reasons for the changes. Some changes updated actual income amounts collected and several expense items were returned to last year’s budget amounts. A motion was made to accept the amended budget and the budget was approved.

New Business/Committee Reports: 
Grose and Marsden discussed the need for membership input at an upcoming meeting on how to spend the proceeds from the Race for Education. Grose talked about family fun night events such as Cosmic Bowling, a board game night, a movie night and a Potomac Nationals outing. There also was discussion about linking with local restaurants for a dinner night, with a percentage of the spending going to Sangster.

Bob Larsen provided an update on the vote on the state legislative slate that was introduced at the October meeting.

Heather Aycock made a pitch for more volunteers for Book Fair and discussed the new button-making machine being ordered.
