Sangster PTA Meeting Minutes – December 2, 2010
The meeting was called to order by Monica Grose at 7:06 p.m. There were 21 people in attendance.
Old Business

Grose announced that there was a new PTA point of contact (POC) for Robotics and there should soon be POCs for Fencing and Musical Theater.

She offered the PTA’s thanks and gift cards to Sheri Jackson, Kristin McDaniel and Allison Jankovich for their hard work on Race for Education.

November Minutes

A motion was made to accept the minutes from the November PTA meeting. The minutes were approved.
Principal’s Report:

Gail Kinsey offered thanks to the PTA for the staff breakfast and Race for Education. She discussed collection efforts for Haiti and Ms. Rollins trip, and she announced that Mr. Gillum’s son was home from the hospital and that Mary Geary was making steady progress. Kinsey discussed planning for upcoming school holiday parties and the early release times. She also made the PTA aware of serious health problems in the Barr family. Their 3-year-old is being treated for kidney cancer. A Caring Bridge site has been established for those wanting more information.

Assistant Principal’s Report:

Chris Summers announced that he would be starting a new job on Dec. 6. He’s leaving Sangster for an assistant principal position at King’s Park Elementary to help diversify his experience. He offered praise for Sangster and reminded everyone he won’t be far away.
An announcement about his replacement was expected after the holidays.

Treasurer’s Report: 
Mark Marsden provided updated tallies on the returns from Race for Education. He reported net earnings of $48,128.48 and compared that to the $16,510.48 raised by last year’s Sally Foster campaign. He pointed out that approximately $14,000 of that was already budgeted to cover regular expenses, leaving approximately $34,000 to put toward a track or other items designated by the PTA.

There was discussion about possible changes in Race for Education next year. Some people wanted to know who sent in contributions so they could provide personal thank you notes.

Marsden also briefed the membership on the November Treasurer’s report and noted a checking account balance for October 31, 2010 of $91,372.46.
New Business/Committee Reports: 
Grose discussed the 23-school boundary study prompted by the closing of Clifton School and said the Sangster PTA was invited to join with other PTAs in studying the issue. She said she will attempt to attend meetings and keep the PTA informed about developments. Kinsey assured the membership that Sangster could absorb any new students sent to the school.
Loreen Dowd presented information on a reading program entitled “Good Habits, Good Readers” that she wanted to purchase for the school. After discussion, a motion was made for the PTA to fund approximately half the cost of the program. Marsden suggested the $4,200 could come from the Instructional Support budget. The motion was approved.

Discussion then turned to how the PTA should use the funds raised from the Race for Education. Kinsey suggested the PTA go ahead with efforts to fund a track this year and a committee is forming to proceed with the effort. 

Other topics of discussion included the upcoming Cosmic Bowling night, the Borders book offer for teachers, PTA closet cleaning and the garden tool shed.

Committee Statuses:

Allison Jankovich discussed Boxtops for Education.

Lora Mote provided an update on spirit wear sales.

Linda Whitestone announced Sangster has gone from one Odyssey of the Mind team to four.

A going-away cake was presented to Chris Summers.

Adjournment:
