Sangster PTA Meeting Minutes – January 6, 2011
The meeting was called to order by Monica Grose at 7:40 p.m. There were 26 people in attendance.
December Minutes

A motion was made to accept the minutes from the December PTA meeting. The minutes were approved.

Old Business

Grose distributed to the membership copies of a resolution regarding the boundary studies stemming from the planned closure of Clifton Elementary. The boundary changes and its implications for Sangster were discussed at the December meeting. Members were given time to read the resolution and Grose explained they would be asked to vote on it later in the meeting.

Principal’s Report:

Gail Kinsey introduced Sangster’s new assistant principal, Allison Jankovich, who had been teaching 6th grade this year at Sangster. She also announced that Jankovich’s replacement, Kerri Stamm, would be starting on January 10. She’s a former 6th grade teacher at Chesterbrook Elementary. Kinsey noted that the children enjoyed the moon bounces that were rented just before the holiday break because bad weather had been keeping the children indoors. She also reported that the CogAt and Naglieri test scores would soon be in.
Assistant Principal’s Report:

Jankovich said that in her new position, she would take over Chris Summer’s former role as the school’s testing coordinator. She noted she was currently working on testing for ESOL students.

Old Business (continued):

Grose explained that she was required to present to the membership for a vote the boundary resolution drawn up by PTA representatives from Clifton and other schools that may be affected by Clifton’s closing. She explained the resolution would be presented to the county’s Board of Supervisors in an effort to slow the process of assigning students to new schools and in the hope of getting answers to questions the PTAs felt were not being adequately addressed. The resolution’s writers hoped to get Sangster’s PTA to sign on in support of the document. The membership discussed the resolution and received input from Bob Larsen, who was the PTA’s representative to the boundary meetings. He notified the group that an option E boundary proposal would be announced soon that would send no additional students to Sangster. A motion was made to not sign onto the resolution at this time and continue to monitor developments in the boundary issue with a Sangster PTA representative attending future meetings on the subject, when possible. The motion passed on a unanimous vote.

Treasurer’s Report: 
Marsden briefed the membership on the December Treasurer’s report and noted a checking account balance for December 31, 2010, of $88,551.94. He noted revenue on the report from Box Tops for Education and Sangster Spirit Wear sales.
Marsden also reported that only two teachers to date had taken advantage of the $50 teacher grants. He said he would be publicizing the program in hopes of getting more participation.

There was discussion about the recent Cosmic Bowling family night and plans for an upcoming Movie Night and Read-In. 

Kinsey said there was interest in getting more ELMO projectors for some classrooms, and Marsden explained they may be covered under the PTA’s technology budget.

New Business/Committee Reports: 
Fun Fair Committee Chair Joyce Maryanopolis discussed the upcoming event and April 29 was selected as the date for this year’s fair. The time was set at 5:30-8:30.

Linda Whitestone reported that she had met with PE teacher Judith Tuebner regarding plans for a new track at Sangster. Tuebner is beginning discussions with the county about the track, and everyone interested in joining the Track Planning Committee is encouraged to contact Whitestone.
PTA Web master Brian Magnuson announced that he would moving after the school year ends and a replacement for him will be needed.
Committee Statuses:

Lora Mote announced that she’ll be heading up another spirit wear sale in March with a sale deadline just before spring break. She asked for input on items to be sold.
Whitestone announced there would be no January PTA newsletter.  The next edition will come out February 17 with a February 11 deadline for articles.

There was discussion about the upcoming auditions for the school’s spring musical. It was noted that plans are being developed to encourage more parent involvement because the number of participants has grown greatly since the program began accepting everyone who auditioned for the shows.

Heather Aycock presented a requested from librarian Katherine Benda for PTA funds to bring a visiting author to Sangster. After discussion about authors, prices and possible programs, it was decided more information was needed from Benda before going ahead with funding.

Adjournment:
