Sangster PTA Meeting Minutes – February 3, 2011
The meeting was called to order by Monica Grose at 7:06 p.m. There were 13 people in attendance.
Minutes

A motion was made to accept the minutes from the January PTA meeting. The minutes were approved.

Principal’s Report:

Gail Kinsey pointed out we’re halfway through the school year and Sangster currently has 863 students. 

She noted that Ann Rollins is back from the trip to Haiti in which she delivered school supplies collected at Sangster. Rollins is preparing a presentation for the students to talk about her unique experiences in Haiti.

Kinsey reported that she and Assistant Principal Allison Jankovich have had lunches with the Race For Education winners. She also provided updates on a number of family medical emergencies affecting staff members and families.
She reported the school did well with its safety inspection, though some curtains did need to be treated with flame retardant. She reminded that students will have a full day on President’s Day because of the recent snow days and outlined how future snow days would be made up. She also said that Channel 21 was at Sangster to tape a show on special education coaching.

Treasurer’s Report: 
Mark Marsden was absent, so Grose presented the treasurer’s report. She noted a checking account balance of $84,769.79 as of January 31 with a net balance of $64,809.20.
New Business: 
Grose discussed plans for the upcoming Family Movie and Snuggle Up and Read nights at Sangster. She noted that she would follow up with Katherine Benda on plans to bring an author to Sangster to speak.
Mollie Bodnovich and Jason Linck addressed the membership about their plans to offer a summer education program for students and asked for the PTA’s support. They noted that a survey would be going out to parents via suveymonkey.com to assess interest. They reported they received positive feedback from last year’s summer program, and the membership agreed to continue PTA support.
Grose noted that a nominating committee needs to be formed to draw up a slate of candidates to run for PTA board positions for the next school year. She also noted that she’s been updating the PTA membership email list to better communicate with everyone.

Grose also presented information about a web system called Paperless PTO that would allow the PTA to better manage membership lists and email, collect credit card funds for spirit wear and other activities, streamline the system for distributing flyers and in general make our website easier to manage. A motion was made to approve $300 in funds to set up an account. The motion was approved by unanimous vote.

Committee Reports:

Grose asked that at the last PTA meeting of the year, committee heads turn in notes on how they do their jobs to help whoever may succeed them next year. 

Joyce Maryanopolis reported that Fun Fair will again be using Fun Services and planning is under way. She’ll have a notice in the February PTA newsletter asking for volunteers for the fair.
Susan Criste reported that Nana Puddin’ will be returning to Sangster as part of the PTA’s Cultural Arts program.

Grose reported that Linda Whitestone has been working with Judith Tuebner on plans for a track for Sangster.

Grose also noted that the next PTA meeting will be held on March 1 so that school board member Liz Bradsher can address the membership on the school recent boundary study and other issues.

Bodnovich read a letter from Jennifer Lambert updating the membership on the spring musical theater program. She noted that many parents have already responded to the call for volunteers by signing up on mysignup.com. However, she said some people have expressed discontent with various aspects of the program. The membership had a discussion about ways to respond to the feedback Lambert has been receiving.

Michelle Nocerito announced there will be another meeting about full day kindergarten on February 16th.
